Sequence of Learning




Lesson 1

LI: To understand how colour is used in paintings.
To look at an artwork by Julia Gash, Chris Hepburn
and JMW Turner’s different styles

Look at a colour wheel and recap on primary colours
and how they are mixed to create secondary colours.

Reap and remember - Can the children mix a secondary
colour and then using black and white paint create a
ladder of shades in that colour going from light to dark.

Discuss how colour can be used to evoke emotions.
Look at the works of art by Gash, Hepburn and Turner
and in pairs discuss the emotions they evoke.

On A6 cartridge paper, Children to use the primary
colours to mix any colours they need to create a
painting of a London landscape.

Can they add some details in?

Pupils to be encouraged to think about the mood they
wish to create through their painting.

Lesson 2
LI: To explore London Landmarks with Julia
Gash

Introduce the work of Julia Gash and the landmarks
of London.

Discuss the style used by Julia Gash and the
different landmarks depicted.

Pupils to identify the landmarks they recognise and
encourage them to talk about experiences they have
had in London.

Pupils to be given a black and white outline of a
London landmark and using their colour mixing skills
from previous lesson, colour them using their
imagination.

Once the painting is finished, pupils to share their
artwork and discuss the different choices they made
in terms of colour choices to a partner.

Record their comments on a speech bubble to be
attached to their painting.

Lesson 3
LI: To explore London through Chris Hepburn’s
photographs and his images of London.

Look at the two London themed images and discuss
the different scenes captured in the photographs.

Encourage the pupils to observe the details and colours
present in the photographs. As them to describe the
lemotions or stories they think the photos convey.

In sketch books, pupils to draw their favourite scene
from the photographs.
Pupils to think carefully about details and colours.

Children to walk around class and look at all of the
sketches and then as a class explain how details and
colours were used differently around the class.

Discuss the similarities and differences between the
pupil’s sketches and the original photographs.

Lesson 4

LI: Explore the artwork of JMW Turner and his
depictions of London.

Recap on the paintings explore last year by Turner
(about the sea).

Look at the paintings of Greenwich Park and London
bridge.

Talk about how the artist has used the paint. How has
he created light? Used colour? And created
atmosphere?

Pupils to discuss the different moods and emotions
conveyed in Turner’s paintings.

Children to think, pair, share their observations and
ideas.

Watch part of the clip to see how the colours are mixed
and to see the final painting.

On an A5 sheet of cartridge paper, pupils to sketch a
London landmark and then using watercolours create
their own painting inspired by Turner.

Remember that colours create the mood.

Lesson 5
LI: To talk about how colours are used to evoke
emotions and set the mood in a painting

Recap and remember - Discuss the artwork studied
and how colours have been used.

Can the pupils talk about the different emotions and
moods portrayed?

After seeing a series of paintings, the pupils will
discuss in pairs which colours have been used to
represent different moods — calm, excited, sad and

happy.

Introduce the concept that colours can represent
ideas and emotions:

Red for love

Blue for sadness or calm

Yellow for happy

Green for calm

Teacher to model creating a picture using selected
colours to reflect a mood or emotion and
demonstrate a variety of brush techniques to create
effects.

Lesson 6

LI: To understand that different artists convey their
moods and feelings in their work.

To reflect on the learning journey and talk about
what they have learnt.

Display the range of artwork by famous artists and
children to discuss what they can remember about
each painting and the different styles of the artists.

Encourage children to think about their favourite artist
why they like the work.

Children to then discuss the work they have created
and review photos of these on the IWB. Children will be
encouraged to discuss the new skills and techniques
they have learnt.

Children to complete a journal entry in their sketch
books and write about what they have learnt about
paintings, colours and the artists studied.

Children to then create a mini art exhibition in the
classroom and display work from each lesson.

Can the children act as guides and share information
about the artwork and learning experiences.

After the paintings are complete, hang them up, so
pupils can describe the feelings they tried to capture in
their paintings.

Create a class gallery by displaying the paintings and
children to type up a reflection on the different ways
they approached the same subject.

When finished, children to share their artwork and
describe the mood they were trying to convey.

In sketch books, children to choose a specific mood
or emotion and using colours and brushstrokes
create a picture. Children will be encouraged to
experiment with colour combinations and techniques.
